A big hug & thank you to all who donated their time by picking up school items for the Tools for School Program through the United Way. I was a little choked when I dropped off the box of supplies to find out that the United Way Inkind Centre put together 8300 book bags (which included the basis school supplies) to give out to our community of Edmonton’s children from all ages so they would have the supplies needed to start off their school year. What is sad, is that this figure is up from 1000 from last year.
Myself & Kristy Jacklin, Program Co-ordinator.  Their goal was to reach 8000 kids.  They actually reached 8250.  The picture on the right is a note that was found in a book bag donated.  Hope you can read it.

These kids need our help and I’d like to suggest (or propose) that we adopt the Tools for School Program for this year, by contributing each month until the end of June.

Each month if members could bring in a school supply of some sort. I could post a listing of supplies most needed. The item most needed is backpacks.

What the Inkind Centre does is collect supplies all year, in particular their campaign runs over the summer months. Then in August, they put together backpacks with the basic supplies and give these out to the school kids at the end of August just before their school year begins. We could collect donations throughout the year and then make a final contribution of the backpacks and supplies at the end of June.  I’ll arrange to have these dropped off.

This would not be of no cost to the club - only to the members who participate and they are not obliged to contribute. It would purely be on a voluntary participation basis.
